The beautiful town situated on the coast of Fife has a population of just over 20,000 – half of which are students or 
University staff – creating a unique sense of community.

Friends International has had part-time staff workers in St Andrews for 25 years, working through the university 
chaplaincy, but also in partnership with local churches and the Christian Union.

•	 Chaplaincy: part of the multi-faith team as Global chaplain
•	 Christian Unions’ international student ministry: to support and mentor leaders for a lifetime of		   

involvement in mission
