The activities we offer include dinghy sailing, powerboating, kayaking, high ropes and
archery to name just a few.

¢ KIT ALLOWANCE - Personal Protective
Equipment is very important and whether
you’re in the galley or an instructor, where
appropriate we provide a personal kit
allowance with access to our trade suppliers.

* PRE-SEASON CENTRE CONFERENCES - These
give a time to sharpen your skills , share your
experiences and fellowship with staff at
other like-minded centres.

¢ ACCOMMODATION - Our Gap Year or
Assistant Lead Instructor programmes also
have the benefit of accommodation and
board included.
